AP Statistics Exam (Wednesday afternoon, May 13, 2015)
	In AP Statistics, students are expected to learn how to: 

· Produce convincing oral and written statistical arguments, using appropriate terminology, in a variety of applied settings. 

· Use various techniques for producing data through surveys, experiments, and simulations; analyzing data using graphical & numerical summaries; modeling data using probability, random variables, and sampling distributions; and drawing conclusions (inferences) from data using confidence intervals and significance tests.

· Become better educated consumers by studying ways in which statistics can be improperly used to mislead, confuse, or distort the truth. 

· Use various forms of technology to aid in solving statistical problems




	Classroom Goals

	· 100% of all students master 80% of all AP Stats standards

· 100% of students armed with the character, critical thinking, & technical language needed to be successful in life beyond Vance High School

· 100% of students make a 3 or higher on AP exam


	Classroom Expectations

	1. Be Respectful: To Yourself, the Teacher & Others

Overall, this class will be treated as a college level class.  If a student cannot handle this responsibility, than the student needs to reevaluate their decision to be in an AP level course.


	Classroom Procedures

	Absent/Late Items
	· Students have three days that they can be absent from course (FOR THE WHOLE YEAR).
· After three days, one point will be deducted from the final grade for each additional day.  The exception is due to a family emergency or serious illness, in which case a parent/guardian must contact me immediately.

In the case of the rare absent…
· If work was assigned BEFORE the absence, it is due the day you return.

· If work was assigned DURING the absence, you have a maximum of five days to make it up.  After five days, no credit will be given.
· If a student missed a quiz, or unit assessment, it must be made up AFTER SCHOOL or DURING LUNCH the day you return unless special circumstances are communicated.

· Class time is NOT for make-up work.

· If a student missed 10 or more days, the seat time must be made up or the student will FAIL the course.  If a student goes over the 10 days, the student must make up that time during afterschool tutoring in my class or with another math teacher.  
· 1 ½ hour tutoring session = 1 absence recovered. 
NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED IN AN ADVANCED PLACEMENT COURSE

	Cell Phones & iPods
	· Electronic devices are allowed to be used during transition time & lunch.

· Students are NOT allowed to use their cell phones during instructional time, unless designated by the teacher for instructional purposes. 

· Students will need to add the free version of a QR Code Scanner on their cell phones.

	Cheating
	· Students caught cheating will receive a zero & a phone call home. 
· Cheating includes, but is not limited to: copying the work of another student, using an electronic device during an assessment, and working on an assessment outside of the time restraints.

· All parties involved in situation will receive the same consequences.

	Entering the Classroom
	· Students will enter the room quietly, pick up any assignments and their assigned calculator, sit in their assigned seat, place homework on the front left corner of desk, and begin the Warm Up. 
· Students should be in their seats by the time the bell rings. 

· Students will not be allowed to enter classroom if ANY electronic devices are in use, or if they are in violation of the dress code.

	Food & Drinks
	· Students are not allowed to eat or drink anything besides water in my classroom.  We have had a major problem with ants in the past.

· Students who violate this will be asked to put items on the back wall or to throw the item away.

	Tardy
	· Students who are tardy will be required to report to Lock Out to receive a pass to class. There is an administrative consequence system for tardiness.

· Students more than 45 minutes late to class will be accepted in to class but marked absent. 

	Homework
	· Done to the BEST of your ability.  You are expected to ATTEMPT EACH QUESTION.

· Placed in front left corner of desk during the Warm Up.

· If not out when I come by or if turned in after the first 10 minutes of class, then homework will be considered late.

	Leaving at the end of Class
	· Students will NOT begin to pack up to leave until instructed.  

· Students will be dismissed once all calculators are properly returned & all students are silently seated in their assigned seats.

	Leaving During Class
	· Students are not allowed to leave the classroom during the instructional period for any reason; outside of an emergency. 
· Student movement is not allowed within the first 15 minutes and last 15 minutes of every period.

· If a student has a true emergency, an escort must be with the student.

	Tutoring
	· Tutoring days will change per week, because I coach volleyball & softball.  Times will always be 2:30 pm-3:30 pm.

	· Students who master less than 80% of an objective have TWO weeks to re-test once Unit Assessment is handed back.

· Students must complete corrections on missed problems BEFORE re-testing.

· Re-testing must be done AFTER SCHOOL by appointment ONLY.
